“Our goal is to continue engaging students in economic research on campus, and globally 
through speaker series, symposia, competitions, and other events established to promote dialogue 
and encourage deeper insights on economic issues,” explains Crappota.    

In 2014, CER launched its online magazine, featuring original content by the CER staff and 
other featured authors. “Our online site provides in-depth coverage of news, events, and 
development in the world of economics, and also includes information for upcoming events and 
back issues of the print journal,” he adds.
